Fluff
replied: "Och, its no problem", and laughed. Dunfermline never felt
the same after his tragic death.

Joe Seabrook was a giant of a man with a heart to match. Security
for the band when we were at our most popular. We stole him from
the Rolling Stones until they decided to tour again. Later he was very
instrumental in getting us two separate support slots with the Stones
because he wanted to help get the band back on its feet. Joes' role
in the BC story is huge but will be left untold.

Richie Close was brought in by Pat Moran ( producer ) to programme
computers and play keyboards on 'No Place Like Home'. A quiet man
who really enjoyed working with us, and brought a cheery feeling to a
very tense studio atmosphere. He passed away a few weeks after his
involvement with us.
